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We study the following geometric problem: Find the equation of the curve which is symmetric to a given curve with
respect to a straight line in the same plane. We give three approaches to this problem based on high school algebra,
linear algebra, and calculus, respectively. The authors, especially the first one, a ninth grade high school student who has
studied differential calculus, believe that this topic could be a good supplement to the high school algebra and college
algebra.
